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Chapter One
Introduction

1.1. General Overview: 

Social Discrimination:
Immigrants, marginalized community groups, small cast groups and disabled people are liable to be excluded and socially marginalized due to historical, economic and political reasons. These groups of people usually receives residual income support and have low or nominal access to social, political and economic services or opportunities like education, health, employment, election, free movement, protection of their right etc. In the longer term, many of these groups are dependent on the economic niche occupied by dominant groups which will affect their relative status and dignity of the disadvantaged and underserved groups. Moreover, if the policies designed by politicians tend to be concerned disproportionately with people of low status, the participation of the disadvantaged groups will be low in the economic and political process and benefits of the country.
1.2. Statement of the Problem and Background of the Target Areas 
Situation of Survey Areas 

According to CSA 2006 and 2007 Data, Hadiya and Kembata  Tembaro Zones are the most densely populated zones/ areas of the region with population of 1,506,623, of which 748,791.6(of 50.3% Female) and 680,837 ( of 50% Female) respectively. Besides, in regards to urban-rural distribution, 8.1% and 14.36 live in urban areas respectively. According to World Bank Memo in May, 2004, the population density is 337 and 502.13 persons live in 1Km 2 of land respectively. The average rural house hold has 0.6 hectare of land in both of zones and very small plot as compared to the national average of 1.01 hectares of land. Likewise, as in all parts of Ethiopia, the provision of basic social services and infrastructure development is very poor. As we observe during our project implementation, in the two zones even though the government is working strong on social problems of the area, socio-economic problems have not been decreasing remarkably; like child vulnerability to TB,HIV and other opportunistic disease, lack of access to quality education, inadequate legal protection support to children and women, child labor related hardships, harmful traditional practices, girls early marriage, marginalization, inadequate availability of social service institutions, other poverty born factors and etc. As it was mentioned during our interview for preparation of this particular project, by Hosanna Finance and Economy Office, out of 30 or less NGOs which are involved socio-economic service provision in the 3rd big zone of SNNPR only few are actively contributing to the alleviation of problems.

Situation of Marginalized Community

 In Hadiya Zone (the target area of the study) and Kembata Tembaro Zone (adjacent zone to the target area),   these marginalized cast groups known as the "FUGAs". For this particular project we focus on FUGAs though there other small groups, who are socially discriminated from institutional and community supports and deprived of their rights which we will take as the secondary targets for this particular project.  According to the rapid assessment conducted by our organization (Love in Action Ethiopia, 2007) the total population of the out casted Fuga communities living in Hadiya and Kambata zones of SNNPR is estimated  to be more than  60,000. There are 150 kebele in Hadiya and Kemebata zone that have high number of Fuga communities. About 30 households (on average) of Fuga in each kebeles of our assessment target areas.  According to the data collected from the proximate kebele, the average children size for Fuga community is eight. This isolated community is part of the dominant population in terms of resources share and services provision as citizens but their situation is deep- rooted and multifaceted which demands integrated and comprehensive approach to address their problems.

Major Area of Analysis

Literacy
Even though the education system is open to all groups of the community, schools are not inclusive and don’t give emphasis to the special groups like Fugas. Therefore the cast groups require attention and long term help in the area of education. It is the only means to bring long lasting social change and harness their potentials. The extent and depth need further study and assessment.
Livelihood and Source of Income

On contrary to the traditional discrimination, the Fugas are highly needed by the community with whom they are living for their proven and respected traditional skills. They haven’t got any training in their skills and they don’t have up-grading options for their skills to modern training in the areas of their specialization. But their skills in the area of pottery, carpentry and house construction are very valuable and useful to the local community and deserving praise. 

Another most critical and perhaps urgent need to be studied concerning the Fuga communities is their current economic deprivation in relation to poverty. 
Property Ownership: 

The Fugas have no land owned to cultivate unlike the community members with whom they live. When they own land, they lease for others so as to concentrate on their main occupation or specialization. The effect of lacking property ownership on poverty will need further assessment. 

Settlement and Basic Life style:

Regarding settlement, fugas usually prefer to live in isolation from ‘welebas’(other than Fugas). Most preferred places are boarder lines of land or rivers or uncultivable areas. They are live in groups and are socially cohesive among themselves. The study will find out further reports on the contribution of settlement pattern of Fugas to poverty.
Religion:

The ''Fuga "  believe in ‘FUNA’ which is their ‘god’. But they do not have regular pattern of worship among the groups. They simply call ‘FUNA’ during hardship and catastrophes. Their beliefs and values are directly derived from their religious thinking and knowledge. Hence, the level of impact of their beliefs on their life practices will be assessed through my assessment document. 

Health Related Problems:

There are multifaceted health related problems that Fugas are facing due to lack of knowledge on prevention issues, depriving attitude of community from treatment opportunities and absence of facilities in their close proximity.  I will also conduct further assessment on types, the extent and social and economic impacts of health problems.

Socio Cultural, Political and Economic Discrimination:

Community Level 

It is very clear that, in many cultures caste groups are not allowed to participate in various social issues of their locality. In the specific assessment area the local people gave the name ‘FUGA’ to these out casted and ethnic minority groups. The stigma and discrimination can include preventing them from participating in the local collective ventures (wedding, mourning, work, feast, ritual, worship, etc), benefiting from the available institutional supports from the public and community sectors. Hence, I will conduct study on the contribution of community marginalization to the poverty of the marginalized community groups of the society.

CBOs/FBOs/NGOs/GOs Level:

It is observed that, even in religious meetings Fugas are caste from worship places. Due to all the above mentioned and others bad socio-cultural environments results in exclusion of disadvantaged groups (Fugas) and creates free interaction disabilities and difficulties between  ‘Fugas’ with ‘Welabas’. Likewise, the attitudes of dissociation and of superiority of the traditional dominant groups of the community are often sufficiently powerful and sever in many of the religious and community based organizations. This clearly means Fugas are also caste from worship and social facilities. This also needs further assessment.
Environmental Issues in Production (pottery)

It has been observed that, although many of the environmental effects of pottery production have existed for millennium, some of these have been amplified with modern technology and scare of production. 
Weak Self Esteem or Emotional Weakness of the Fuag Community: 

It is believed by this specific proposal that the weak emotional condition of Fuag has a remarkable contribution to structural and community marginalization.

The General Applicability to Other Similar Community Groups  

We observed that the above mentioned situations hold true for all other marginalized community groups such as weavers, tanners, blacksmiths, potters, wood workers etc in the assessment project areas. The extent of link and the general practicability to other similar groups will be studied. 
1.3. Objectives of the Study:
The main objective of this study is to assess the effect of social, political, economic and cultural problems of Fuga Community on their structural and community marginalization and its determinants in Gibe Woreda of Hadya Zone of SNNP regional states (SNNPR) of Ethiopia.

1.4. The specific objectives:
1. To assess the social, political, cultural and economic problems/ situations of Fuga Community dwelling in Gibe Woreda of Hadya Zone of SNNPR.

2. To identify the major problems/factors that contributes to the structural and community marginalization of Fuga community of the assessment area.
3. On the bases of the results of the above two objectives the study will also recommend  what should be done and identifies strategy measure that improve the structural and community marginalization of the Fuga Community.
4. In the project area the project will show the link between the structural and community marginalization of Fuga Community and Other Similar Outcast Groups (OSOGs).

1.5. Outcomes of the Survey
  The main expected result could be: The effect of social, political, economic and cultural problems of Fuga Community on their structural and community marginalization and its determinants in Gibe Woreda of Hadya Zone of SNNP regional states (SNNPR) of Ethiopia assessed.

The specific expected results of the assessment among Fuag Community were;

Assessed the social, political, cultural and economic problems/ situations of Fuga Community dwelling in Gibe Woreda of Hadya Zone of SNNPR.

•
The major problems/factors that contributed to the structural and community marginalization of Fuga community identified.

•
On the bases of the results of the above two objectives the study recommended and identified strategic measures that improve the structural and community marginalization of the Fuga Community.

•
Linked the structural and community marginalization of Fuga Community and Other Similar Outcast Groups (OSOGs) in the project area.
1.6. Issues/Question Raised

· Is poverty of the Fuga marginalized community groups has remarkable contribution to the structural and social marginalization?

· Which of the social, cultural and economic factors contributes more to the community/social and structural marginalization?

· What are the inter-factors and intra-factors which has major contribution to the structural and community marginalization?

· Or, Is the structural and community marginalization historical incidence of the project area only?

· Are there links between the marginalization pattern of Fuga communities and Other Similar Community Cast Groups (OSCG)?
1.7. Hypothesis 

All the above hypothetically mentioned lists of social and economic problems are assumed to be the major sources of the structural and social/community marginalization of Fuga communities in the targeted project areas. Hence in this particular project I hypothesize that poverty and structural and community/social marginalization have direct relationship and the core cause to the Fuga community marginalization is presumed to be poverty. Moreover, there is strong resemblances and link between the type and extent of marginalization between the Fuga Outcaste community groups and Other Similar Cast Groups (OSCG).
1.8. Methodology of the study

Depending on the objectives we set, a combination of case study methodologies have been employed for data collections.

1.8.1.  Field Survey

Target Population

The targeted communities the Fuag Communities dwelling in Gibe Woreda of Hadya Zone of SNNPR State were selected as target population since this is the area where high numbers of Fuga people are living.
 Sample Selection

Gibe Woredas of Hadya Zone of SNNPR State, as stratified sampling was used to classify the targeted communities according to their occupations who have common socio- economic grounds, were selected before starting assessment in relation to assess the social, economic and cultural challenges of the target population. We tried to select proportional number of people randomly from each occupation (stratum) using the Woreda Fuga population report. The selection of the people to be interviewed was made systematical with probability proportion to number of Fuga people living in the intervention areas. Accordingly data was collected randomly from each stratum in three targeted Woreda/district.
Sample Size

In order to determine the sample size for targeted communities’, I consulted a statistician based on the total Fuga population of the three Woredas and a statistical formula was used to estimate the required sample size. Therefore, based on this calculation the total sample size was calculated as 200. The formula which I used for calculation is e15 < X < 50% of the population. The total estimated Fuga population of the targeted Woreda is about 12,000.
1.8.2. Data Collection Instruments and Process
Questionnaires

Questionnaires are prepared in Amharic. After getting and incorporating the comments of some experienced individuals, on the questionnaires the necessary revisions will be made.

Key informant Consultation

In order to get the view of the economic, political, cultural, social problem of the targeted communities, key informants from kebele officials will be consulted. 
1.9. Significance of the Study

As indicated above, the Fuga community in general and the study area in particular have been facing Social, economic and political problems associated with the social marginalization. Identifying and understanding factors that cause and/ or influence the problem as well as its intensity at community level deserves rigorous empirical research where the marginalization problem has been pronounced and has great importance for strategic implications and interventions for at least the relevant local administration and various development institutions. This will result in or provides strategy or policy related information at least to Woreda officials and other development service providers that helps to prioritize among the many possibilities depending on the relative extent of influences of its determinants. More generally, it helps high level concerned bodies in their effort to formulate policies and develop intervention mechanisms that are tailored to the specific need of all marginalized community groups of the study area and the country in general. Furthermore, this study attempts to make further contribution to the previous studies and can be used as a source material for further studies.

Chapter Three
Data Analysis and Interpretation

3.1. Data Processing & Interpretation
Data entry will be done by me from the individual questionnaire using Epi: Info version 3.2.2 and SPSS 14.0. Software. Visual Basic version 6.0 was also used to create the data entry interfaces and supports the database in Epi-info. The data cleaning was done thoroughly.

The collected data were analyzed, interpreted and the results obtained from the survey were discussed. The data obtained from the individual questionnaire was analyzed using appropriate statistical methods such as frequency and Chi-square test. The qualitative data were analyzed using methods such as content analysis.
